On August 27, 2008 the United Nations and the Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia signed the Memorandum of Understanding on Cooperation in Training of Candidates for Competitive Language Examinations of the UN (MoU); and this mission is entrusted to the School. 
The School is a joint project of the Linguistic Services of the MFA of Russia, the European Commission and the United Nations. Honorary President of the School is Vadim N. Kondrashov, Deputy Director of the Department of the Secretariat of the Minister, Language Service, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russia; Honorary Vice-President of the School is Noel Muylle, Honorary Director General of the European Commission; Director of the School is Professor Irina Alexeeva. 

Classes in interpretation and translation are given only by practicing interpreters/translators. Seminars and lectures are partly delivered by staff members of the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Language Services of the European Commission and the UN Secretariat. 

On completing the course the students are granted state-recognized diploma in: 1) Conference Interpretation (simultaneous and consecutive); 2) Conference Translation or 3) Conference Interpretation and Translation.
